Biografia

Edo Bertoglio (Lugano, 1951) ¢ un fotografo e regista svizzero naturalizzato italiano. Dopo il diploma
in regia e montaggio presso il “Conservatoire Libre du Cinéma Francais “(Parigi 1975) si trasferisce
prima a Londra e nel 1976 a New York, dove rimane per quattordici anni. Lavora come fotografo per
diverse riviste americane, giapponesi, francesi e italiane di moda, arte e costume. Collabora
regolarmente alla rivista “Andy Warhol’s Interview” dal 78 all’82. Nel 1981 dirige “Downtown 817. 1
film racconta una giornata nella vita del giovane artista Jean Michel Basquiat, allora sconosciuto e
rappresenta uno spaccato della vivace comunita artistica newyorchese dei primi anni ‘80. Portato a
termine nel 1999 dopo varie vicissitudini, viene selezionato al Festival di Cannes nel 2000 nella sezione
“Quinzaine des Réalisateurs”. Nel 2005 termina il suo secondo film, “Face Addict” presentato con
successo al 58° Festival Internazionale del film di Locarno. E’ la storia della comunita artistica della
New York di fine anni 70 - inizio anni 80, conosciuta con il nome di “Downtown Scene”, un percorso
alla riscoperta di New York 20 anni dopo - attraverso 1 protagonisti della scena musicale e delle arti
visive. Attualmente produce e dirige documentari per la televisione e il cinema, come pure progetti
totografici.

L’artista collabora da diversi anni con Galleria Giampaolo Abbondio. Ricordiamo la mostra “Finish
Line” del 2009 ed il libro “New York Polaroids 1976-1989" edito da Yard Press.

Artist’s Bio

Edo Bertoglio (Lugano, 1951) is a Swiss photographer and filmmaker naturalized Italian. After
graduating in directing and editing from the Conservatoire Libre du Cinéma Francais (Paris 1975) he
moved first to London, and then in 1976 to New York, where he stayed for 14 years. He worked as a
photographer for several American, Japanese, French, and Italian fashion, art and costume magazines.
He was a regular contributor to Andy Warhol’s “Interview” magazine from 1978 to 1982. In 1981 he
directed Downtown 81. The film chronicles a day in the life of then-unknown young artist Jean Michel
Basquiat and is a cross-section of the vibrant New York art community of the early 1980s. Completed
in 1999 after various vicissitudes, it was selected at the Cannes Film Festival in 2000 in the “Directots’
Fortnight” section. In 2005 he finished his second film, Face Addict, which was successfully presented at
the 58th Locarno International Film Festival. It is the story of the artistic community of New York in
the late “70s—early ‘80s, known as Downtown Scene, a journey to rediscover New York 20 years later—
through the protagonists of the music and visual arts scene. He currently produces and directs
documentaries for television and film, as well as photographic projects.

The artist has been collaborating with Galleria Giampaolo Abbondio for several years. We recall the
“Finish Line” exhibition in 2009, and the book New York Polaroids 1976-1989, published by Yard Press.
